1.1 PRINCIPAL’S STATEMENT 

 
 
Welcome to the 2021 Annual Report of St Patrick’s College for Girls, Campbelltown. 
 
Despite the restrictions and challenges of the year due to the ongoing prevalence of COVID-19, the 
College used this year to embark on some significant review and improvement in its programs, 
processes and learning experiences for the girls. 
 
Some key action research projects were launched, born out of the results of a very comprehensive 
survey that gathered feedback from all stakeholders. Learner engagement, academic groupings and 
student wellbeing were actively researched and unpacked with the help of a PhD student from the 
University of Wollongong. 
 
In addition to these areas of interest, staff contributed to the development of a Year 7 transition 
program and a focus on improving the skills learning for girls in Stage 6, particularly as they sit the 
HSC. 
 
Greater attention was afforded the partnership held between the College and the parents and several 
key documents were developed that celebrated and acknowledged the value of this fundamental 
relationship. 
 
Restrictions and regulations punctuated the year, which staff and students actively worked to 
manage and navigate so that the students continued to have meaningful learning experiences and 
felt very much part of the community. 
 
The College hosted the musical, Xanadu, open day, Year 5 workshops, Year 9 camp and the success 
of the HSC exams and Year 12 formal, which all provided the joy and connection across the year that 
lifted members of the community. 
 
Building works to the front of the College progressed slowly, however, by the end of the year, the 
College had increased security onsite and a designated kiss and drop area on St John’s Road. The 
project, which had been several years in the making, was finally complete. 
 
Government leadership and strategies that provided safety and reduced risk were well received by 
school communities that continued to operate and support their stakeholders. The community 
supported each other and were grateful for the blessings we all had. 
 
St Patrick’s College never had to enact its cease of operations protocols due to COVID-19 onsite and 
no one in the College community suffered due to contracting the virus. We were very grateful for this 
across 2021.

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1.4 STUDENT REPRESENTATIVE COUNCIL STATEMENT 

 
 
This year, COVID continued to be a challenge for all our girls, though with our experiences from last 
year, we had more understanding of how to use technology in an offline world to adapt the usual 
activities of the school. Our wider choice of applications allowed us to explore different ways to 
meet the same goal from a virtual perspective. We believe, in this way, it has made us more 
resourceful, particularly because a larger part of this year was devoted to remote learning in 
comparison to last year. 
 
With the example set for us by the student leaders of 2020, we continued to find ways to connect 
the community and to build the confidence of our girls. The aim of the SRC is always to use the idea 
of stewardship and continue to make St Patrick’s College a place for strong women to grow. We 
believe community spirit is the key to this goal and we endeavoured to foster this in the offline and 
online worlds of the College. 
 
We started the year by delivering packaged Valentine’s Day lollipops to all the girls. We had music 
playing as we delivered them to each girl in the College. This gift was a symbol of our connection 
with all the girls and a nice way for the SRC to start building relationships by showing a positive 
presence. 
 
Considering the needs of countries less fortunate than ours, we actively participated in Project 
Compassion by raising awareness and financial support for those in need. Additionally, we 
continued to promote the social justice initiatives of the College and provide opportunities for our 
girls to be involved in ways to champion equity in our world. 
 
This year we had more than a term and a half in the remote learning environment. The SRC created 
the Connected Assembly events, where we had competitions like the ‘Zoom Comp Comp’. In this 
competition, homerooms got together and themed their Zoom backgrounds and costumes. The 
whole school got involved in the competition and it was a fun event for all. This was just one of the 
many Connected Assembly events we hosted to continue to boost school spirit and connectedness 
in this challenging time for our world. 
 
Fundraising events have always been important to the St Patrick’s community. One of the highlights 
of the SRC fundraising efforts was the St Vincent de Paul hamper drive. We managed to gather over 
60 Christmas food hampers to donate to our neighbouring community who have, no doubt, been 
struggling during these uncertain times. We presented the hampers at our Advent liturgy and visually 
saw the generosity of St Patrick’s College in full flight. 
 
The Student Representative Counsellors in each year group worked hard, under the leadership 
team’s guidance, to find ways to bring their year groups together.

7.2 MANAGEMENT OF NON-ATTENDANCE 

 
 
Student attendance matters are managed at various levels within the College’s academic care 
structure. Day-to-day roll marking and non-attendance follow up are carried out by the pastoral 
advisor, under the guidance of the relevant Year Coordinator or Assistant Principal Students. 
 
In 2021, the College had online roll marking in pastoral time each morning, including the registering 
of late students, and period by period marking. This has allowed staff to have instant access to 
attendance patterns of the students and recognise any anomalies or concerns in regard to individual 
students.

A student’s enrolment at the College is conditional upon the student demonstrating commitment to 
the College ethos and adherence to the Student Conduct Policy, as well as parents satisfactorily 
meeting the requirements of the School Fee Policy.

INITIATIVES PROMOTING RESPECT AND RESPONSIBILITY 

 
 

12.1 INITIATIVES PROMOTING RESPECT AND RESPONSIBILITY 

 
 
St Patrick’s College continues to actively promote respect and responsibility across all areas of 
College life. Benedictine values, together with the charism of Good Samaritan Education, explicitly 
and implicitly underpin the formation and implementation of College policies, procedures and 
programs. 
 
As a Catholic college, we explicitly teach the values of compassion and justice contained in the 
Scriptures and through our Benedictine values. We support our students in bringing meaning and 
purpose to the story of the Good Samaritan. 
 
The wellbeing of the students is integral to all we do at the College and is the focus of our Academic 
Care model. This model has the concept of right relationships at its core and so is instrumental in 
our policies and procedures and, in turn, all the initiatives we undertake to promote respect and 
responsibility. 
 
The pastoral program of St Patrick’s College is underpinned by the Benedictine values of Good 
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Staff Satisfaction 
 
Thirty-six teachers responded to the survey on the drivers of student learning. 
 
On a scale of 0-10, with 10 indicating a strong agreement, teachers scored teaching strategies, 
inclusive school, data informing practice and learning culture at 8 and above. Collaboration between 
staff and technology scored 7, whilst parent involvement was the lowest at 5.5, which is a neutral 
position. 
 
The challenges of the year required some necessary adjustments. Staff were located across the site 
to limit staff gathering together. Care packs were delivered to staff during remote learning and again 
once they returned to the site when numbers of COVID cases were still quite high in the community. 
 
Fatigue was felt by many staff as they managed classes, their own family demands and the risk of 
the virus. Holiday breaks were adjusted so that staff and students had three weeks’ holidays at the 
end of term 3 and term 4 was extended so that no learning/teaching days were lost. 
 
Staff complied with vaccination requirements and followed the necessary requirements with 
diligence. The College did not have to cease its operations due to a COVID case, which was a good 
outcome.
